NATURAL AND SOCIO-ECONOMIC PRECONDITIONS FOR THE EMERGENCE OF EXTREME
TOURISM IN THE WORLD AND UKRAINE

Annotation

The article discusses the main reasons for the emergence of extreme tourism in the world and in Ukraine, in
particular; the prospects of development of extreme tourism in Ukraine are grounded in the article. The problem of
the development of extreme tourism and its separate kinds within the mountain and plain parts of the territory of
Ukraine is considered. It has been stated that extreme tourism is a relatively new phenomenon in Ukraine that is
developing and gaining popularity not only among professionals but also among ordinary tourists since the
beginning of the XXI century. However, this type of tourism is increasingly captivating the population, gaining mass
character from the beginning of the XXI century. Interest in the development of extreme types of tourism within such
parts of Ukraine as Middle Transdnistria and Middle Pobuzhzhia has increased by almost 2.7 times and this applies
not only to extreme tourists of young but also older age. Extreme tourism such as diving (Dniester River and
reservoirs), rafting (tributaries of the Dniester River and the Southern Buh River), ballooning and hang gliding,
mountain biking, quad biking, horseback riding, steep hiking, etc. have become popular here. The development of
extreme tourism is facilitated by the presence of a partially formed service sector, which is actively developing. The
active development of extreme tourism shows its profitability.
