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NEOLOGISMS DENOTING THE PHENOMENA OF COVID-19:
MORPHOLOGICAL ASPECT

The emergence of neologisms has always been an interesting phenomenon as it demonstrates the dynamism of language.
The emergence of new concepts and realities, changes in public life, scientific and technological progress are ongoing,
they require lots of new words (neologisms). This article researches the morphological method of creating neologisms to
denote the COVID-19 phenomena. The publication is relevant because nowadays because we can observe a significant
scientific interest in morphological and non-morphological ways of creating neologisms due to the rapid growth of their
number. The purpose of the publication is to investigate the features of morphological methods of creating neologisms
generated by COVID-19. The article also discusses the causes of new words, they are dominated by extralingual changes.
The morphological models of word-forming include affixation, compounding, abbreviation and contamination. This study
intends to determine the neologisms during COVID-19 pandemic through a morphological analysis. This article argues that
the neologisms that emerge during the COVID-19 pandemic reveal the morphological processes that formed the new words.
1t further claims that the morphemic structures of the neologisms follow the general structures of English vocabulary.

Thus, the vocabulary of the English language is constantly changing. The study of neologisms to denote the phenomena
of COVID-19 and their place among the lexical units justifies the need for their practical application and research.
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Morphological study of neologisms to denote the phenomena of COVID-19 showed that the newly created words are
nouns and verbs. Affixation, compounding, abbreviation and contamination are the prevailing morphological models of
neologisms to denote the phenomena of COVID-19. They show the dynamism of language when new words are added to
the vocabulary in different ways. Most words have a complex morphological structure.
